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Degrees and Fields of Subject Matter in
American Higher Education

American and Japanese academic degrees share some similar characteristics. Both the
US bachelor and the Japanese Gakushi degrees are conferred to those who complete four
years of undergraduate conrsework. At the graduate level, the US master’s and doctoral
degrees correspond to the Japanese Shushi and Hakushi degrees respectively.

The degrees differ widely regarding subject fields, however. This article will attempt to
explain classifications of American degrees from the aspect of subject matter.

The Bachelor of Arts (A.B. or B.A.) is awarded in the liberal arts fields. It means the
B.A. degree is conferred in mathematics, the natural sciences and the social sciences as well
as in the humanities, though the Japanese counterpart, the Gakushi-Bungaku, is only awarded
in the humanities. The Bachelor of Science (B.S.) degree is mostly granted in the fields of
applied sciences (including applied social sciences), though its Japanese counterpart, the
Gakushi-Rigaku, is only for the pure natural sciences. Other baccalaureate degrees, like the
Bachelor of Engineering or the Bachelor of Economics, which are very common in Japan,
vary but the number of this type of bachelor’s degrees is relatively small in the USA.

There are two types of doctorates: research and professional. The concept of profes-
sional degrees is not familiar to most Japanese. The Doctor of Phirosophy (Ph.D.) degree
is a research degree applied to almost all fields, not just in philosophy. The Doctor of Me-
dicine (M.D.) and the Doctor of Law (J.D.) are examples of professional degrees.

The final part of this article explains that the function of accreditation to guarantee the
quality of degrees is important in the USA, because voluntary accreditation is a phenome-

non particular in the USA.
